The Pastor’s Message
Sunday, January 14", 2024 —
SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME ( Cycle B)

“Glorify God in your body”

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Blessings to you and your families,

Today we are going to share the reflections of Cardinal Raniero
Cantalamessa on the message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

The Gospel passage allows us to witness the formation of the first
nucleus of disciples, from which the college of the apostles will
develop first and then the entire Christian community. John is still
on the banks of the Jordan with two of his disciples when he sees
Jesus passing by and does not hold back from shouting again:
"Behold the Lamb of God!" The two disciples understand and,
leaving the Baptist behind, they begin to follow Jesus. Seeing that
they are following him, Jesus turns and asks: "What are you looking
for?" They respond, to break the ice: "Master, where do you live?"
«Come and you will see it», he answers them. They went, they saw
him and that day they stayed with him. That moment became so
decisive for them in their lives that they even remember the time it
happened: it was around four in the afternoon.

In the second reading, Saint Paul illustrates a trait that should
characterize the life of the disciple of Christ: purity. "The body," he
says among other things, "is not for fornication, but for the Lord,
and the Lord for the body... Glorify, therefore, God with your body."
Being a topic so heard and vital for our current society, it is worth
paying attention to it.

Perhaps those who are capable of better understanding the issue of
purity are precisely true lovers. Sex becomes "impure" when it
reduces the other (or one's own body) to an object, a thing, but this
is something that true love will refuse to do. Many of the excesses
underway in this field are somewhat artificial, they are due to
external imposition dictated by commercial and consumer reasons.
It is not, as people want to believe, "spontaneous evolution of
customs", it is guided, imposed evolution.

One of the excuses that contributes most to favoring the sin of
impurity in the common mentality and to relieve it of all
responsibility is that, overall, it does no harm to anyone, it does not
violate the rights or freedom of others, except, it is said, that whether
it is statutory rape or rape. But it is not true that the sin of impurity
ends with the person who commits it. All abuse, wherever and by
whomever it is committed, contaminates man's moral environment,
produces an erosion of values and creates what Paul defines "the law
of sin" and which illustrates the terrible power of dragging men into
sin. the ruin (Cf. Romans, 7, 14 ss).

The first victim of all this is precisely the young people. Phenomena
so condemned, such as the exploitation of minors, statutory rape and
pedophilia, but also certain atrocities committed not on minors, but
by minors, do not arise from nothing. They are, at least in part, the
result of the climate of exasperated excitement in which we live and
in which the most fragile succumb. It was not easy, once it got
underway, to stop the avalanche of mud that some time ago fell on
other towns in Sarno in Campania, destroying them [the tragedy,
near Naples, occurred in May 1998, leaving more than a hundred

dead, nearly 200 missing and numerous victims. Ndr]. It was
necessary to avoid the felling of trees and other environmental
damage that made the landslide inevitable. The same applies to
certain sexual tragedies: once natural defenses are destroyed, they
become inevitable.

But today it is no longer enough to have a purity made up of fears,
taboos, prohibitions, of reciprocal flight between man and woman,
as if each of them were, always and necessarily, a trap for the other
and a potential enemy, instead. of, as the Bible says, "a help." It is
necessary to emphasize defenses that are no longer external, but
internal, based on personal convictions. Purity must be cultivated
for its own sake, for the positive value it represents for the person,
and not only for the problems of health or good name to which its
transgression exposes.

Purity ensures the most precious thing that exists in the world: the
possibility of getting closer to God. “Blessed are the pure in heart,
for they will see God” (Cf. Mt 5, 8. Ndr), said Jesus. They will not
see him just one day, after death, but now: in the beauty of what is
created, of a face, of a work of art; They will see him in their own
hearts.

El Mensaje del Parroco

“Glorificad a Dios en vuestro
Cuerpo”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias,

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Cardenal Raniero
Cantalamessa sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para este
Domingo:

El pasaje del Evangelio nos permite asistir a la formacion del primer
nucleo de discipulos, del que se desarrollara primero el colegio de
los apostoles y a continuacion toda la comunidad cristiana. Juan esta
aun a orillas del Jordan junto a dos de sus discipulos cuando ve pasar
a Jesus y no se retiene de gritar de nuevo: «jHe ahi el Cordero de
Dios!». Los dos discipulos comprenden y, dejando para siembre al
Bautista, se ponen a seguir a Jesus. Viendo que le siguen, Jesus se
vuelve y pregunta: «;Qué buscais?». Le responden, para romper el
hielo: «Maestro, ;donde vives?». «Venid y lo veréis», les contesta.
Fueron, lo vieron y aquel dia se quedaron con €l. Ese momento paso
a ser para ellos tan decisivo en sus vidas que recuerdan hasta la hora
en que ocurrio: eran cerca de las cuatro de la tarde.

En la segunda lectura, San Pablo ilustra un rasgo que debe
caracterizar la vida del discipulo de Cristo: la pureza. «EI cuerpo —
dice entre otras cosas-- no es para la fornicacion, sino para el Sefior,
y el Sefior para el cuerpo... Glorificad, por tanto, a Dios con vuestro
cuerpo». Tratandose de un tema tan oido y vital para nuestra
sociedad actual vale la pena dedicarle la atencion.

Tal vez quienes son capaces de entender mejor el tema de la pureza
son precisamente los verdaderos enamorados. El sexo se hace
«impuroy» cuando reduce al otro (o al propio cuerpo) a objeto, a cosa,
pero esto es algo que un verdadero amor rechazara realizar. Muchos
de los excesos en marcha en este campo tienen algo de artificial, se
deben a imposicion externa dictada por razones comerciales y de
consumo. No es, como se quiere hacer creer, «evolucion espontanea
de las costumbres», es evolucion guiada, impuesta.

Una de las excusas que contribuyen mas a favorecer el pecado de
impureza en la mentalidad comuin y a descargarlo de toda
responsabilidad es que, total, no hace mal a nadie, no vulnera los
derechos ni la libertad de los demas, excepto, se dice, que se trate de
estupro o violacion. Pero no es verdad que el pecado de impureza
acabe en quien lo comete. Todo abuso, dondequiera y por
quienquiera que sea cometido, contamina el ambiente moral del
hombre, produce una erosion de los valores y crea la que Pablo
define «la ley del pecado» y de la que ilustra el terrible poder de
arrastrar a los hombres a la ruina (Cf. Romanos, 7, 14 ss).

La primera victima de todo ello son precisamente los jovenes.
Fendémenos tan reprobados, como la explotaciéon de menores, el
estupro y la pedofilia, pero también ciertas atrocidades cometidas no
sobre menores, sino por menores, no nacen de la nada. Son, al menos
en parte, el resultado del clima de exasperada excitacion en el que

vivimos y en el que los més fragiles sucumben. No era facil, una vez
que se puso en marcha, detener la avalancha de lodo que tiempo
atras se abatid sobre Sarno otras poblaciones de Campania,
destruyéndolos [la tragedia, cerca de Népoles, ocurriéo en mayo de
1998, dejando mas de un centenar de muertos, cerca de 200
desaparecidos y numerosos damnificados. Ndr]. Era necesario evitar
la tala de arboles y otros dafios ambientales que hicieron inevitable
el corrimiento de tierra. Lo mismo vale para ciertas tragedias de
fondo sexual: destruidas las defensas naturales, aquellas se hacen
inevitables.

Pero hoy ya no basta con una pureza hecha de miedos, tabues,
prohibiciones, de fuga reciproca entre el hombre y la mujer, como
si cada uno de ellos fuera, siempre y necesariamente, una insidia
para el otro y un enemigo potencial, en vez de, como dice la Biblia,
«una ayuda». Es necesario hacer hincapié en defensas ya no
externas, sino internas, basadas en convicciones personales. Se debe
cultivar la pureza por si misma, por el valor positivo que representa
para la persona, y no s6lo por los apuros de salud o de buen nombre
a los que expone su trasgresion.

La pureza asegura lo mas precioso que existe en el mundo: la
posibilidad de acercarse a Dios. «Bienaventurados los limpios de
corazén, porque ellos veran a Dios» (Cf. Mt 5, 8. Ndr), dijo Jests.
No le veran solo un dia, tras la muerte, sino ya ahora: en la belleza
de lo creado, de un rostro, de una obra de arte; le veran en sus
propios corazones.
