Sunday, August 11" 2024 —
Nineteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle B)

"I am the bread of life!"

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Blessings to you and your families,

Today we are going to share the reflections of Fr. Félix Jiménez
Tutor, on the message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

A mother, all worried, went to explain her son's problem to her
parish priest. He had just made his First Communion and
complained that God only tasted of bread. He didn't know what to
answer his son. The old priest said to him: What is the problem,
that God only tastes of bread or that all bread tastes of God?

The BEGGAR AND BREAD

One day a beggar came up to me and said: "I want bread." "How
clever you are," I said. "What you need is bread and you've found
the best bakery in town." I grabbed a cookbook from the shelf and
started telling him everything I knew about bread. I told him about
flour and wheat, about the measurements and quantities and the
different recipes. When I looked at him I was surprised that he
wasn't smiling. "I just want bread," he told me.

"How clever you are," I praise your taste. Follow me and I'll show
you the bakery. You won't find one like this. We have bread for all
tastes. But let me show you the best part: our inspiration room. I
knew he was moved when I introduced him into the auditorium
with his magnificent stained glass windows.

The beggar said nothing. I went up to the podium and assumed the
pose of a speaker. The people around come to listen to me and
once a week I read the recipes of the cookbook of life to my
workers, gathered here.

I asked the beggar, sitting in the front row, if he wanted to listen to
me. "No," he said, "but I would like a piece of bread." "What I
have to tell you now is very important,” I told him when we went
outside. Along the street you will find many bakeries, but
although what they make is called bread, it is not real bread, it is
not made according to the book. The beggar turned and left.
"Don't you want bread," I asked? He looked at me, shrugged his
shoulders, and said, "I think I've lost my appetite." "Shame on
you," I said to myself. "The world is no longer ready for true
bread." What is the food you have fond memories of?

A man stood up and said, "The best meal I've ever had in my life
was during World War II after a night of battle. I stumbled up the
hill and there I saw a Red Cross woman with her cart in a muddy
field. He was handing out bread and cold coffee. When he gave it
to me, he smiled. After what I had suffered that night, that
moment was for me the best meal of my entire life. "A good meal
always has to start with hunger." Have we come hungry, today, to
church? Jesus is the bread that feeds us. What is your favorite
image of Jesus?

On the cross,. Teacher, prophet, shepherd, door, risen one...?
Today, Jesus wants us to see Him as PAN. PAN that satisfies what

no other can satisfy. PAN that gives life. PAN that helps us to
continue fighting.

We come here to feed ourselves and be able to reach the end of the
week. The table, more than the pulpit, is the center of the church.
Bread, more than the word, is the center of the church. What is
bread for you? Food, hunger, community, food, family, memory,
life, communion...? All of this is the Eucharist, the Lord's Supper.
If I understand this, it is enough for me. Calvin wrote of the
presence of Jesus Christ in the Eucharist: "I prefer to experience it
than to understand it." Jesus saves us, but he also feeds us

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,
Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias,

Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del P. Félix Jiménez Tutor,
sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para este Domingo:

Una madre, toda preocupada, fue a exponer a su parroco el
problema de su hijo. Este acababa de hacer su primera comunion y
se quejaba de que Dios so6lo sabia a pan. No sabia que contestar a
su hijo. El viejo cura le dijo: ;Cual es el problema, que Dios sélo
sabe a pan o que todo el pan sabe a Dios?

E1 MENDIGO Y EL PAN

Se me acerco, un dia, un mendigo y me dijo: "Quiero pan". "Qué
listo eres", le dije. "Lo que necesitas es pan y has encontrado la
mejor panaderia de la ciudad." Cogi de la estanteria un libro de
cocina y empecé a decirle todo lo que sabia sobre el pan. Le hablé
de la harina y del trigo, de las medidas y cantidades y de las
distintas recetas. Cuando le miré me sorprendi6 que no sonriera.
"So6lo quiero pan", me dijo.

"Qué listo eres", alabo tu gusto. Sigueme y te ensefaré la
panaderia. No encontraras una como ésta. Tenemos pan para todos
los gustos. Pero déjame que te ensefie 1o mejor: nuestro salon de la
inspiracion. Sabia que estaba conmovido cuando lo introduje en el
auditorio con sus magnificas vidrieras.

"El mundo
ya no esta preparado para el pan verdadero". ;Cual es la comida
de la que guardas un buen recuerdo?

Un hombre se levantd y dijo: La mejor comida que yo he hecho a
lo largo de toda mi vida fue durante la segunda guerra mundial
después de una noche de batalla.

ningun otro puede satisfacer. PAN que da vida. PAN que nos
ayuda a seguir luchando.

Aqui venimos para alimentarnos y poder llegar al final de la
semana. La mesa, mas que el pulpito es el centro de la iglesia. El
pan, mas que la palabra es el centro de la iglesia. ;Qué es el pan
para ti? ;Alimento, hambre, comunidad, comida, familia,
recuerdo, vida, comunién...? Todo eso es la Eucaristia, la cena del
Sefior. Si entiendo esto, me basta. Calvino escribio sobre la
presencia de Jesucristo en la Eucaristia: "prefiero experimentarla a
entenderla". Jesus nos salva, pero también nos alimenta
