The Pastor’s Message
Sunday, November 17", 2024 —
Thirty Third Sunday in Ordinary Time (Cycle B)

"Can God help me?"

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Blessings to you and your families,

Today we are going to share the reflections of Fr. Jude Siciliano , OP on the message
of the Word of God for this Sunday:

In difficult times, God can seem distant and perhaps powerless. When going
through serious trials, some people wonder, "Where is God? Why doesn't God help
me?" They may even say, "Can God help me?"

In these times, some people need reassurance and even a sign that God is not far
away or worried. During times of trial, people find comfort and hope in apocalyptic
literature. That's what we have today. Our readings from Daniel and Mark contain
apocalyptic language and are reminders that the Bible is more like a library of
diverse books than a uniform piece of literature. The prophet Daniel is an
apocalyptic book; Mark's reading has Jesus speaking in apocalyptic imagery.

Today is the second Sunday since the last of this liturgical year, our readings have
become apocalyptic with a focus on the end times. Such writings usually arise when
a people is in distress, especially because of persecution. When the present is bad
for God's people, they will look to the future, hoping that God will one day rescue
them. For them, apocalyptic texts speak to their current need for security.

Apocalyptic language may sound strange to the modern reader. It is a symbolic
language that speaks of dreams and visions. The people for whom they were written
understood that the texts referred to real events and offered hope to those who
needed it. Some modern Bible readers take the images literally. The people for
whom they were originally intended did not. When I turn on the television I can
quickly distinguish between the news and the weather report. The people to whom
the apocalyptic texts were addressed knew what they were reading.

The images of Daniel today will appear later in the Book of Revelation. Daniel
wrote during the second century B.C. The Israelites were afflicted by terrible
persecution by the Syrians. They must have asked themselves, as we sometimes do
when we are suffering: Where was God? Why wasn't God going out to help them?
Because the present was so bad, the Book of Daniel directs believers to the future
when God's angel Michael will come to deliver them from their afflictions. Things
could go from bad to worse, but they had to keep their hope because, Daniel
prophesies, God would deliver them. Their suffering is not the end of the story, God
will come with a final judgment. This reading contains the first statement in
Scripture about the resurrection of the dead: "Many of those who sleep in the dust
of the earth will awake."

This must have been extraordinary good news for the people in such misery.
Despite appearances, the Israelites were called to have faith in God's saving power.
The question for us is, "Can we do the same?" Daniel promises that the dead will
rise and live forever and those who live righteously will live in eternity and "shine."
Who are the "shining stars" of our faith? Who has instilled hope in us? For them we
give thanks in this Eucharist. Isn

't the reading of the gospel scary? Jesus is near the end of his public ministry. In the
following verses, Mark will reveal the plan of the priests and scribes to arrest and
kill him (14:1ff). Jesus' description of the end times contains language that makes
his disciples' hair stand on end. It predicts that there will be wars, false prophets,
natural disasters, persecutions, and betrayals (sounds a lot like what's happening in
our modern world!). We are tempted to ignore today's passage and turn the page for
more comfort in Scripture.

Jesus warns that "the sun will be darkened." Your accustomed world, with its signs
of God's favor, the temple, and the city of Jerusalem, will be torn down. How scary
and unnerving it will be for them! Their "lights" will go out and they won't be able
to see the familiar and comforting. How could they find their way? In which
direction should they turn?

But it sounds so contradictory. When it seems that nothing could be worse, Jesus
tells them that "THEN" a significant change will occur in their lives; they will
behold the appearing of the "Son of Man" coming to them. The disciples must have
been confused by what Jesus was saying to them. They had been following Jesus,
waiting for the fulfillment of a "prosperity gospel." They were followers of Jesus

and surely only good things would come to them. After all, they had pinned their
hopes on Jesus because he had demonstrated his powers with his miracles and
energetic preaching. Surely he would not fail them and his opposition would
triumph!

Jesus echoes their faith and hope by speaking to them in apocalyptic language. He
was setting them up for a terrible disappointment. But that would not be the end of
the story. In the midst of collapse, Jesus is asking them to trust and hope in him,
even as their world turns dark.

As threatening as today's gospel is, with all its vivid and stressful images of pain
and despair, in the end it is not a gospel of doom. It certainly includes the harsh
realities of life. As I write this in mid-October, the Hamas leader has been
assassinated by the Israelis, along with 40,000 Palestinian civilians. We ask
ourselves, "What's next?" Last week was the anniversary of the massacre of Israeli
civilians; The war in Ukraine continues, Sudan is starving, the West in our country
and parts of South America are suffering another drought and several more men
have been executed here in our country. I'll run out of ink before I can finish a list
of the world's current distress. And I haven't even mentioned the agony of people 1
know who suffer from serious illnesses and family tragedies.

In the midst of his dire predictions, Jesus tells his followers to take a good look at
the small shoots that are about to bloom, harbingers of summer. Anguish is not the
last word in the story. He speaks to us: let's take a closer look. What signs of hope
do we see that lift our spirits, even a little, with hope? Hold on to them, they are
reminders that God has not left us alone and they are assurances that Christ is
coming with new life for us.

Jesus is counseling us: keep going: God is coming and will sustain us in our times
of transition. Next week is the feast of "Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the
Universe." Today's Gospel seems to prepare us for a time of sobriety, vision, and
hope: Advent.

El Mensaje del Parroco

"¢Puede Dios ayudarme?”

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias,
Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Padre Jude Siciliano , OP sobre el
mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para este Domingo:

En tiempos dificiles, Dios puede parecer distante y tal vez impotente. Al pasar por
pruebas serias, algunas personas se preguntan: “;Donde esta Dios? ¢ Por qué Dios
no me ayuda?” Incluso pueden decir: “;Puede Dios ayudarme?”

En estos momentos, algunas personas necesitan seguridad e incluso una sefial de
que Dios no esta lejos ni preocupado. Durante los tiempos de prueba, las personas
encuentran consuelo y esperanza en la literatura apocaliptica. Eso es lo que tenemos
hoy. Nuestras lecturas de Daniel y Marcos contienen lenguaje apocaliptico y son
recordatorios de que la Biblia es mas como una biblioteca de libros diversos que
una pieza uniforme de literatura. El profeta Daniel es un libro apocaliptico; la
lectura de Marcos tiene a Jesus hablando en imagenes apocalipticas.

Hoy es el segundo domingo desde el ultimo de este afio liturgico, nuestras lecturas
se han vuelto apocalipticas con un enfoque en el fin de los tiempos. Tales escritos
generalmente surgen cuando un pueblo esta en apuros, especialmente debido a la
persecucion. Cuando el presente es malo para el pueblo de Dios, miraran hacia el
futuro, esperando que Dios algun dia los rescate. Para ellos, los textos apocalipticos
hablan de su necesidad actual de seguridad.

El lenguaje apocaliptico puede sonar extrafio para el lector moderno. Es un lenguaje
simbolico que habla de suefios y visiones. Las personas para quienes fueron escritos
entendieron que los textos se referian a eventos reales y ofrecian esperanza a
quienes la necesitaban. Algunos lectores biblicos modernos toman las imagenes
literalmente. Las personas para quienes fueron originalmente destinadas no lo
hicieron. Cuando enciendo la television puedo distinguir rapidamente entre las
noticias y el informe del tiempo. Las personas a las que se dirigian los textos
apocalipticos sabian lo que estaban leyendo.

Las imagenes de Daniel hoy apareceran mas tarde en el Libro de Apocalipsis.
Daniel escribio durante el siglo II a. C. Los israelitas estaban afligidos por una
terrible persecucion por parte de los sirios. Debieron preguntarse, como a veces lo
hacemos nosotros cuando estamos sufriendo: {Donde estaba Dios?; ;Por qué Dios
no estaba saliendo a ayudarlos? Debido a que el presente era tan malo, el Libro de
Daniel dirige a los creyentes al futuro cuando el angel de Dios Miguel vendra a
liberarlos de sus aflicciones. Las cosas podian ir de mal en peor, pero debian
mantener su esperanza porque, profetiza Daniel, Dios los liberaria. Su sufrimiento
no es el final de la historia, Dios vendra con un juicio final. Esta lectura contiene la
primera declaracion en las Escrituras sobre la resurreccion de los muertos: “Muchos
de los que duermen en el polvo de la tierra se despertaran”.

Esta debe haber sido una extraordinaria buena noticia para el pueblo en tanta
miseria. A pesar de las apariencias, los israelitas fueron llamados a tener fe en el
poder salvador de Dios. La pregunta para nosotros es: “;Podemos hacer lo mismo?”
Daniel promete que los muertos resucitaran y viviran para siempre y aquellos que
vivan con justicia viviran en la eternidad y “resplandeceran”. ;Quiénes son las
“estrellas resplandecientes” de nuestra fe? ;Quiénes han infundido esperanza en
nosotros? Por ellos damos gracias en esta Eucaristia.

(No es aterradora la lectura del evangelio? Jesus esta cerca del final de su
ministerio publico. En los siguientes versiculos, Marcos revelara el plan de los
sacerdotes y escribas para arrestarlo y matarlo (14:1 ss). La descripcion que Jesus
hace de los tiempos finales contiene un lenguaje que pone los pelos de punta a sus
discipulos. Predice que habra guerras, falsos profetas, desastres naturales,
persecuciones y traiciones (jSuena muy parecido a lo que esta sucediendo en
nuestro mundo moderno!). Nos sentimos tentados a pasar por alto el pasaje de hoy y
pasar la pagina en busca de mas consuelo en las Escrituras.

Jests advierte que “el sol se oscurecera”. Su mundo acostumbrado, con sus signos
del favor de Dios, el templo y la ciudad de Jerusalén, sera derribado. jQué aterrador
y desconcertante serd para ellos! Sus “luces” se apagaran y no podran ver lo
familiar y reconfortante. ;Coémo podrian encontrar su camino? ;En qué direccion
deberian girar?

Pero suena tan contradictorio. Cuando parece que nada podria ser peor, Jesus les
dice que “ENTONCES” ocurrird un cambio significativo en sus vidas;
contemplaran la aparicion del “Hijo del Hombre” que viene a ellos. Los discipulos
deben haber estado confundidos por lo que Jesus les estaba diciendo. Habian estado
siguiendo a Jesus, esperando el cumplimiento de un “evangelio de prosperidad”.
Eran seguidores de Jesus y seguramente solo les llegaria lo bueno. Después de todo,
habian puesto sus esperanzas en Jesus porque habia demostrado sus poderes con sus
milagros y su predicacion enérgica. jSeguramente no les fallaria y su oposicion
triunfaria!

Jesus se hace eco de su fe y esperanza hablandoles en lenguaje apocaliptico. Los
estaba preparando para una terrible decepcion. Pero ese no seria el final de la
historia. En medio del colapso, Jesus les esta pidiendo que confien y tengan
esperanza en €l, incluso cuando su mundo se vuelva oscuro.

Por amenazador que sea el evangelio de hoy, con todas sus imagenes vividas y
estresantes de dolor y desesperacion, al final no es un evangelio de fatalidad.
Ciertamente incluye las duras realidades de la vida. Mientras escribo esto a
mediados de octubre, el lider de Hamas ha sido asesinado por los israelies, junto
con 40.000 civiles palestinos. Nos preguntamos: “;Qué sigue?”” La semana pasada
fue el aniversario de la matanza de los civiles israelies; La guerra en Ucrania
contintia, Sudan se muere de hambre, Occidente en nuestro pais y partes de
Sudamérica sufren otra sequia y varios hombres mas han sido ejecutados aqui en
nuestro pais. Me quedaré sin tinta antes de poder terminar una lista de la angustia
actual del mundo. Y ni siquiera he mencionado la agonia de las personas que
conozco que sufren enfermedades graves y tragedias familiares.

En medio de sus terribles predicciones, Jesus les dice a sus seguidores que observen
bien los pequeiios brotes que estan a punto de florecer, presagios del verano. La
angustia no es la Giltima palabra de la historia. EI nos habla: miremos mas de cerca.
(Qué signos de esperanza vemos que elevan nuestro espiritu, aunque sea un poco,
con esperanza? Aférrense a ellos, son recordatorios de que Dios no nos ha dejado
solos y son garantias de que Cristo viene con nueva vida para nosotros.
