The Pastor’s Message
Sunday, March 9", 2025 —
First Sunday of Lent (Cycle C)

"Filled with the Holy Spirit"

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Blessings to you and your families,

Today we are going to share the reflections of Fr.Carmelo Mele, O.P, on the
message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

We began Lent last Wednesday with the reception of ashes, fasting, and
abstention from meat. But it seems to me that this week we are starting in
earnest. Lent is more than the spectacular of a day to put us in the spirit of
humility but an extended time to achieve it. The season proposes that we
become more willing to love God with all our hearts.

The readings of each Mass during Lent usually focus on one aspect of the
paschal mystery. Today they emphasize trust in God. Let's deal with the first
reading quickly and give more attention to the gospel. There we will observe
not only Jesus' success over the distorted desires of the human heart but also
his solidarity with humanity. Finally, we will see how the reading of the Letter
to the Romans points to the accessibility of salvation to the whole world.

The first reading from the Book of Deuteronomy provides the striking phrase:
"My father was an itinerant Aramaic..."" It refers to Jacob, son of Isaac and
grandson of Abraham, who left his land to take refuge in Egypt. Without land
to protect themselves from both famine and enemies, Jacob's descendants lived
in precarious conditions for centuries. However, God blessed them so that
they would grow into a great nation. In time God delivered them from
Pharaoh's tyranny and established them in the land of Canaan.

As great as freedom and land are, God eventually gifted the Israelite nation
with a far greater gift. He sent his only begotten son to fulfill the nation's
destiny to be "light unto the nations," the source of the world's salvation. In
the Gospel Jesus arrives in the desert "filled with the Holy Spirit," which he
received through his baptism in the Jordan River. It was a gratuitous act of
solidarity with humans because Jesus did not need baptism since he had never
sinned.

Again, like other human beings, Jesus suffers temptations engineered by the
devil. In preparation for his ministry, Jesus faces the great desires of the
human heart. First, he must overcome the sensual longings represented by the
temptation to break his forty-day fast. Second, he must subdue ambition for
power and glory in the diabolical offer of lordship over the kingdoms of the
world. Finally, Jesus has to master the human will to manipulate God for his
own gain. At every moment Jesus dismisses temptation with a phrase from
Scripture. Jesus proves consistent in his teaching through the gospel that
humans are on earth to serve the Lord God, not to be served.

Jesus' solidarity with humans here in the beginning of the gospel will continue
to its end. On the cross he will show his depth when he suffers death as a
sacrifice of sinlessness for sinners. Only such self-giving can redeem humans
from doing their own will rather than God's. That is why Jesus can rightly say:
"Father, into your hands I commend my spirit."

In the second reading from the Letter to the Romans, St. Paul assures us that
being included among those redeemed by Jesus Christ is not reserved for the
few. We only have to submit to Christ with an act of faith. Let us ask, "What
about those who have never had the opportunity to know Christ?" Vatican Il
has taught us that all who seek God's will with a sincere heart will not be
abandoned. He will not allow non-Christians who do his will to be lost. But,
like everyone else, they must humble themselves before God. ((Translated

El Mensaje del Parroco

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias,
Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Padre. Carmelo Mele, O.P., sobre
el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para este Domingo:

Empezamos la Cuaresma el miércoles pasado con la recepcion de las cenizas,
el ayuno y la abstencion de carne. Pero parece a mi que esta semana lo
comenzamos en serio. La Cuaresma es mas que el espectacular de un dia para
ponernos en el espiritu de humildad sino un tiempo extenso para alcanzarla.
La temporada propone que nos hagamos mas dispuestos a amar a Dios con
todo corazon.

Las lecturas de cada misa durante la Cuaresma se enfoquen usualmente en un
aspecto del misterio pascual. Hoy nos enfatizan la confianza en Dios. Vamos
a tratar la primera lectura rapidamente y dar mas atencion al evangelio. Alla
observaremos no solo el éxito de Jesus sobre los deseos distorsionados del
corazon humano sino también su solidaridad con la humanidad. Finalmente
veremos como la lectura de la Carta a los Romanos sefiala la accesibilidad de
la salvacion al mundo entero.

La primera lectura del Libro de Deuteronomio brinda la frase llamativa: “’Mi
padre fue un arameo itinerante...”” Refiere a Jacob, hijo de Isaac y nieto de
Abrahan, que abandono su tierra para ampararse en Egipto. Sin tierra para
protegerse de ambos hambre y enemigos los descendientes de Jacob vivian en
precaria por siglos. Sin embargo, Dios les bendijo de modo que creciera en
una gran nacion. En tiempo Dios los liberd de la tirania del Faraon y los
establecio en la tierra de Canaan.

Tan grande que sean la libertad y la tierra, Dios eventualmente regal6 a la
nacion Israelita un don mucho mayor. Envi6 a su hijo unigénito para cumplir
el destino de la nacion de ser “luz a las naciones”, la fuente de la salvacion del
mundo. En el evangelio Jesus llega al desierto “lleno del Espiritu Santo”, que
recibi6 por su bautismo en el rio Jordan. Era acto gratuito de solidaridad con
los humanos porque Jesus no necesitaba el bautismo desde que nunca habia
pecado.

Nuevamente como otros seres humanos Jests sufre tentaciones maquinizadas
por el diablo. En preparacion de su ministerio, Jests enfrenta los grandes
deseos del corazon humano. Primero, debe vencer los anhelos sensuales
representados por la tentacion de quebrar su ayuno de cuarenta dias. Segundo,
debe someter la ambicion para el poder y la gloria en la oferta diabolica del
sefiorio sobre los reinos del mundo. Finalmente, Jests tiene que dominar la
voluntad humana de manipular a Dios por su propio beneficio. En cada
instante Jesus descarta la tentacion con una frase de la Escritura. Jesus se
pruebe coherente de su ensefianza a través del evangelio que los humanos
estan en la tierra para servir al Sefior Dios, no para ser servido.

La solidaridad de Jesus con los humanos aqui en el principio del evangelio
seguira hasta su fin. En la cruz él mostrara su profundidad cuando padece la
muerte como sacrificio del sin pecado por los pecadores. Solo tal entrega del
yo puede redimir a los humanos de hacer su propia voluntad mas que la de
Dios. Por eso, Jesus puede decir con toda razon: “Padre, en tus manos
encomiendo mi espiritu”.

En la segunda lectura de la Carta a los Romanos San Pablo nos asegura que ser
incluidos de entre los redimidos por Jesucristo no sea reservado para pocos.
Solo tenemos que someternos a Cristo con un acto de la fe. Preguntemos:
“,qué pasa con aquellos que nunca ha tenido la oportunidad de conocer a
Cristo?” El Vaticano II nos ha ensefiado que todos que buscan la voluntad de
Dios con un corazoén sincero no seran abandonados. No va a permitir que los
no cristianos que hacen su voluntad perderse. Pero, como todos, deben
humillarse ante Dios.
