The Pastor’s Message
Sunday, May 11", 2025 —
Fourth Sunday of Easter (Cycle C)

I° Reading: Acts 13:14,43-52; Psalm: 100:1-2,3,5;
2" Reading: Rev 7:9,14b-17 Gospel: Jn 10:27-30;

"I'm not going to let you go. You
belong to me and to my Father."

My Dear Brothers and Sisters,
Blessings to you and your families,

Today we are going to share the reflections of Fr. Jude Siciliano, O.P, on
the message of the Word of God for this Sunday:

A few years ago, some friends traveled to Greece. They spent much of
their time in the countryside and in small towns, so they came back with
many stories. One everyday event in particular fascinated them. Each
night, numerous shepherds gathered their flocks in a large secure
enclosure for the night. That in itself was not unusual. What intrigued my
friends was what happened the next morning.

By dawn, all the sheep had blended together, forming a large flock.
However, when the shepherds arrived, each one took his staff, shouted
with a distinctive, high-pitched cry, and led his sheep to pasture. Despite
the mixing, the sheep responded only to the voice of their own shepherd
and followed him down a different path. Each knew the unique sound of
her pastor's voice.

That style of shepherding, which is still practiced today, has not changed
since the time of Jesus. He described himself as our shepherd, encouraging
us to listen to his voice, to ignore others, and to follow him.

When Jesus told his disciples to listen to his voice, I wonder if he realized
how difficult it would be in the 21st century. It can be hard to stay
focused, ignore the constant distractions and tempting shortcuts that
promise quick fixes. In the busyness of our lives, it takes real effort and
energy to listen to the voice of the right Shepherd and not get led astray.

Today it is often called "Good Shepherd Sunday." It may sound a bit
sentimental. We have all seen the prints and stained glass windows that
show the immaculate shepherd in a quiet garden, gently carrying an
innocent lamb on his shoulders. They are beautiful images, but they do not
offer a very realistic image of either their life or ours.

Just a few weeks ago, during Holy Week, we heard again the story of
Jesus' suffering. For continuing to proclaim God's love for us, he was
rejected, beaten, tortured, and killed. In his agony, he did not resemble the
clean and serene shepherd of stained glass. Yet he was, and still is, our
Shepherd.

Our lives also rarely pass in a garden of peace. They are often filled with
chaos, thwarted plans, disappointments, and setbacks. Nor are we always
immaculate lambs. We have stories. We have strayed, we have lost
ourselves and we have lost our way. Still, this Good Shepherd Sunday is
for us: those who sincerely try to hear the voice of the Shepherd in the
midst of the clamor and confusion of life. Many voices claim to speak for
our good, but they often lead us astray and disappoint us. The Good
Shepherd never will.

The Good Shepherd promises his followers "eternal life." And even now,
we glimpse that life in those around us who have heard and responded
clearly to his call: — They do not return anger out of anger. "They forgive,
even before they are asked. — They meet regularly with their faith
community, as we do today. — They serve the poor. — They set an example
of faith and love in their homes. — They are not afraid to talk about their
faith. — They put aside their own plans to help those in need.

Elsewhere in Scripture, Jesus describes these people as "lights of the
world" and "lamps in a lampstand," visible examples and guidance for
others.

Jesus is possessive, but not in a harmful way. He simply refuses to let us
go. He won't lose sight of us or let us drift away. Our Good Shepherd says,
"I'm not going to let you go. You belong to me and to my Father."

So trust that promise. Demonstrate your belonging by practicing
forgiveness, patience, compassion for those in need, commitment to your
community, and helping others recognize and respond to your voice.

The eternal life we begin to experience here and now needs to be nurtured.
That is why we pray, reflect on the Scriptures and gather as a community
of believers, followers of the Good Shepherd himself. (Translated from

Mis queridos hermanos y hermanas,

Bendiciones para ustedes y sus familias,
Hoy vamos a compartir las reflexiones del Padre. Jude Siciliano, O.P.,
sobre el mensaje de la Palabra de Dios para este Domingo:

Hace unos afios, unos amigos viajaron a Grecia. Pasaban gran parte de su
tiempo en el campo y en pequeiios pueblos, asi que regresaron con muchas
historias. Un acontecimiento cotidiano en particular los fascinaba. Cada
noche, numerosos pastores reunian sus rebaflos en un gran recinto seguro
para pasar la noche. Eso en si mismo no era inusual. Lo que intrigd a mis
amigos fue lo que sucedid a la mafiana siguiente.

Al amanecer, todas las ovejas se habian mezclado, formando un gran
rebafio. Sin embargo, cuando llegaron los pastores, cada uno tomo su
cayado, grit6 con un grito distintivo y agudo, y condujo a sus ovejas a
pastar. A pesar de la mezcla, las ovejas respondian solo a la voz de su
propio pastor y lo seguian por un camino diferente. Cada una conocia el
sonido unico de la voz de su pastor.

Ese estilo de pastoreo, que atin se practica hoy en dia, no ha cambiado
desde los tiempos de Jests. El se describié a si mismo como nuestro
pastor, animandonos a escuchar su voz, a ignorar a los demas y a seguirlo.

Cuando Jesus les dijo a sus discipulos que escucharan su voz, me pregunto
si se dio cuenta de lo dificil que seria en el siglo XXI. Puede ser dificil
mantener la concentracion, ignorar las distracciones constantes y los atajos
tentadores que prometen soluciones rapidas. En el ajetreo de nuestras
vidas, se requiere un verdadero esfuerzo y energia para escuchar la voz del
Pastor correcto y no dejarse llevar por el mal camino.

Hoy se le llama a menudo el "Domingo del Buen Pastor". Puede sonar un
poco sentimental. Todos hemos visto las estampas y vidrieras que
muestran al pastor inmaculado en un jardin tranquilo, cargando
suavemente a un inocente cordero sobre sus hombros. Son imagenes
hermosas, pero no ofrecen una imagen muy realista ni de su vida ni de la
nuestra.

Hace apenas unas semanas, durante la Semana Santa, escuchamos de
nuevo la historia del sufrimiento de Jesus. Por seguir proclamando el amor
de Dios por nosotros, fue rechazado, golpeado, torturado y asesinado. En
su agonia, no se parecia al pastor limpio y sereno del vitral. Sin embargo,
fue, y sigue siendo, nuestro Pastor.

Nuestras vidas también rara vez transcurren en un jardin de paz. A
menudo estan llenas de caos, planes frustrados, decepciones y
contratiempos. Tampoco siempre somos corderos inmaculados. Tenemos
historias. Nos hemos desviado, nos hemos perdido y nos hemos
extraviado. Aun asi, este Domingo del Buen Pastor es para nosotros:
aquellos que sinceramente intentan escuchar la voz del Pastor en medio
del clamor y la confusion de la vida. Muchas voces dicen hablar por
nuestro bien, pero a menudo nos desvian y nos decepcionan. El Buen
Pastor nunca lo hara.

El Buen Pastor promete a sus seguidores "vida eterna". E incluso ahora,
vislumbramos esa vida en quienes nos rodean y que han escuchado y
respondido claramente a su llamado: — No devuelven enojo por enojo. —
Perdonan, incluso antes de que se les pida. — Se retinen regularmente con

su comunidad de fe, como lo hacemos hoy. — Sirven a los pobres. — Dan
ejemplo de fe y amor en sus hogares. — No tienen miedo de hablar de su
fe. — Dejan de lado sus propios planes para ayudar a los necesitados.

En otras partes de la Escritura, Jesus describe a estas personas como "luces
del mundo" y "lamparas en un candelero", ejemplos visibles y guia para
los demas.

Jesus es posesivo, pero no de una manera daflina. Simplemente se niega a
soltarnos. No nos perdera de vista ni dejara que nos alejemos. Nuestro
Buen Pastor dice: "No voy a soltarte. Me perteneces a mi y a mi Padre".

Asi que confien en esa promesa. Demuestren su pertenencia practicando el
perdon, la paciencia, la compasion por los necesitados, el compromiso con
su comunidad y ayudando a otros a reconocer y responder a su voz.

La vida eterna que comenzamos a experimentar aqui y ahora necesita ser
nutrida. Por eso oramos, reflexionamos sobre las Escrituras y nos
reunimos como comunidad de creyentes, seguidores del mismo Buen
Pastor.
